Official course description: Vectors, vector valued functions; differential and integral
calculus of functions of several variables; Green’s theorem.

Textbook: Essential Calculus (second edition), by James Stewart. This course will cover
§§10–13.

Grades: Your grade will be computed using the following weights: homework (10%), quizzes
(15%), midterm 1 (20%), midterm 2 (20%), final (35%).

• Midterm 2: during class on Wednesday, November 6 (in SOS B4)

Quizzes: There will be a 15-minute quiz at the end of discussion every Thursday, except
for the first week and the two midterm weeks. Each week’s quiz will cover the material from
the homework that was due the previous day. Your lowest two quiz scores will be dropped.

Homework: Homework will be assigned every Wednesday and will be due at the beginning
of class the following Wednesday. Approximately two problems will be graded carefully, and
you will receive a completion grade. No late homework or electronic submissions will be
accepted. Your lowest two homework scores will be dropped.
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Calculators and note sheets: You are not permitted to use any calculators or cell phones
during any quiz or midterm. During each midterm, you may use a one-sided 8.5”×11” sheet
of notes.
