The core web publishing languages of HTML and CSS, the fundamentals of how Web pages and sites function, a
basic understanding of graphic production with a specific stress on creating graphics for the Web, and a general
grounding introduction to more advanced topics such as programming and scripting.

Each student will
individually build and publish a web site.
