This course will focus on the concept of occupation -- the personal experiences of the 
individual student, and the therapeutic use within occupational therapy. Occupations are 
activities that occupy one’s time that are culturally and personally meaningful (for 
example, playing basketball, eating, studying, and dancing). In this class, we will look at 
how we occupy our time and how our everyday occupations influence our health and 
well-being. To do this we will examine why we do what we do, a process called 
occupational self-analysis. Then we will consider the concept of lifestyle redesign and 
how it is relevant in our own lives.
