Course Description
This course is an introductory to basics of “MIXED MARTIAL ARTS”. Strategies and
tactics will be offered to address the issues of the pre-contact phase of an altercation
and the realities of a criminal assault. Course covers techniques for both standing and
ground fighting. Standing techniques are drawn primarily from “Boxing and Muay Thai”.
Ground techniques are drawn from “Sambo, judo, and wrestling. Knife and gun
defenses are covered, but are not strongly emphasized. Academically, the course
covers topics of assault, battery, and rape.
