This course is an introductory class to develop basic basketball skills, including 
dribbling, shooting mechanics (form, release, and follow-through), utilization of 
basketball equipment (balls, hoops, and court markings), history, rules, scoring, 
etiquette, and strategies of play (court layout and gameplay tactics).

• To acquire fundamental basketball skills with proficiency and ability to apply these skills. 

• To gain sufficient knowledge of basic basketball rules, scoring, etiquette, and play. 

• To develop knowledge and competency in basketball fundamentals, skills, and game 
strategies. 

• To develop, appreciate, and commit to adapting movement (basketball) activity for lifetime 
fitness.

• Develop an appreciation of physical activity as a lifetime pursuit and a means to 
better health.

Module Assignments (2x5% each / 5 pts. each = 10% / 10 pts.) 
  

Students will be assessed on their knowledge of basketball rules, game objective, scoring, 
fouls, violations, and/or game strategies through two module assignments (Brightspace). 

 

Observation, Analyze & Evaluate USC Basketball Game Assignment (10% = 10 pts.) 
 

Students will attend a USC Men’s or Women’s Basketball game to observe, analyze and 
evaluate the game based on their knowledge of basketball and write an analysis which must 
be submitted to assignments on Brightspace. 

 
Skills Assessment (20% = 20 pts.) 

 

Students will complete drills to display their skills in the following areas: 
 

BALL HANDLING/DRIBBLING & PASSING (5 pts.) 
• Proper dribbling technique  
• Emphasis on ball control and avoiding turnovers  
• Display knowledge of different types of passes and when to use them  
• Communication and timing in passing  

 

DEFENSE (5 pts.) 
• Types of defenses (man-to-man, zone, etc.)  
• Proper defensive stance and techniques (switching, help defense, etc.) 
• Communication and teamwork in defense  

 

REBOUNDING (5 pts.) 
• Techniques for rebounding (boxing out, jumping, etc.)  
• Emphasis on timing and positioning for rebounds 

 

OFFENSE & SCORING (5 pts.) 
• Types of offensive movements (motion, pick-and-roll, etc.)  
• Strategies for creating scoring opportunities  
• Emphasis on communication and teamwork in offense  
• Develop effective shooting form and display ability to shoot from various spots 
• Display knowledge of multiple shots (catch and shoot, layup, floater, etc.)
